Guidelines for Preparation of Waste Management Plas

Construction and Demolition Waste

Introduction:
When required by condition of planning, a Contra¢tdeveloper shall prepareVdaste

Management PlanThe plan must be agreed with Kerry County Coupigdr to submission of
the Commencement Notice for the development.

TheWaste Management PIgMVMP) prepared must provide an overall framework for the

management cdll waste arising on site. The WMP must also take @uicof the waste hierarchy
which favours, in descending order: waste preverdiod minimisation, material reuse, material
recovery and recycling, energy recovery from waditggosal of waste to licensed landfill. The
WMP shall include the following;

General Information:

TheWaste Management PIgMVMP) prepared must provide details of the Contractor /
Developer & the Site Manager responsible for im@atation of WMP.

Description of Development and Waste Generated:

TheWaste Management PIgMVMP) prepared must provide details of the size, scade an
nature of the works shall be provided. A comprehvenist of the various waste streams arising on
site and estimated quantities of each material. HIE code for each waste type should also be
included. A sample list of EWC codes is providedppendix 1.

Site layout map:

The Waste Management PlaiWwMP) prepared must include a site layout map indicating
where waste is to be temporarily stored prior &pdsal / recovery. For example, this arises where
spoil, clay etc. is being stockpiled on site pegdiemoval. Spoil should be stored in a location tha

will not result in silt being washed into surfacaters or onto public roads or drains.

Demolition:
If demolition is involved a method statement shdagdincluded with th&Vaste Management

Plan (WMP) which details the methods that will be used dutirgdemolition work to ensure all
waste streams are cleanly separated.

The demolition of a building without firstly strippm out all roofing, timber, insulation, wiring,
partitions, fixtures, etc is unacceptable as inad non-inert waste become co-mingled and very
difficult to separate.

A building or lands may need to be surveyed byrapetent person to determine if any hazardous
materials are present, such as asbestos cemetihghasbestos cement slate, asbestos insulation,
PCB'’s, soil contaminated with hazardous chemicald,contaminated with hydrocarbons, etc.

The method statement should clearly state the rdsthsed to removed, store, transport and
dispose of all waste arising from demolition work.




Segregation of Waste:

TheWaste Management PIgidVMP) prepared must provide details of the methods tliat w
be used during the demolition work to ensure tipasgion of and subsequent segregated storage
of recyclable materials on site pending collect@em. timber, paper & cardboard, metals, glass,
plastic film, concrete, macadam, soil / rubblednst, other recyclable waste.)

Cardboard / paper needs to be stored separatalgriylocation pending collection.

Inert wastes such as concrete, soil / rubble /estooncrete tiles, natural slate, ceramic tiles, et

may be reused on site for fill purposes, if reqiiitdowever, if any inert waste is to be removed
off-site its transport and ultimate disposal / eeisssubject to control under the Waste Management
Act.

Asphalt / macadam is not classified as inert wdste acceptable to reuse asphalt / macadam for
the purposes of trunking / fill under roads on.s8erplus asphalt / macadam arising during
construction of roads on site should be returnatdéananufacturing plant for recycling purposes.

Mixed non-hazardous wasf@hich is not recyclableshould be stored on-site, pending collection,
in a large wheelie-bin, an enclosed skip or a blétanclosed trailer. The designated container
should be on-site at all times during constructiank.

Procedures should be in place to ensure litterfrtjeosite does not occur.

Hazardous Waste:

Hazardous waste such as drums or tins containicgrtiaus chemicalglisplaying hazard
symbols)oil based paints or varnishes, wood preservativebicides, pesticides, batteries,
fluorescent tubes etc. shall be separated fromdniaste and treated as hazardous waste. Water
based emulsions are classed as non-hazardousddagavaste should be collected by a
specialised permitted Waste Collector.

Asbestos Waste:

Wastes such as asbestos cement sheeting, ashas®@st slates or asbestos insulation, which
contain asbestos fibres, are classified as hazamlm require special handling procedures
Asbestos waste should be collected by a specigtieeditted Waste Collector for ultimate
disposal.

Transport of Waste:

Any waste(including inert wastejemoved from the site shall only be transporteamyndividual
or company which holds a valid Waste Collectionniteto transport such material.

Any person transporting waste should have a coplyeaf Waste Collection Permit available for
inspection in the vehicle at all times

Permitted / Licensed Facilities Used:

Any waste(including inert wastejemoved from any site shall only be taken to faed which hold
either a valid Certificate of Registration or WaBtility Permit issued by Kerry County Council
or a Waste Licence issued by the EPA. Details shbelincluded in the plan of the actual facilities
to be used for the final recycling / disposal okteaarising.



Records:

A record shall be maintained of all waste removedifthe site. The record shall include
information on the type of waste removed, the gtargmoved, the date removed, details of
whether the waste in question was being removeditoer disposal or recovery / recycling, details
of the individual or company removing the wateluding permit numbeydetails of the facility

to which the waste was removédcluding licence or permit number)

A location shall be identified where all recordgégard to waste transport, recycling, disposd! wil
be held for inspection.

Prohibited Activities.

¢ The Waste Management Acts, 1996-2015 prohibit thenauthorised disposal, recovery or
movement of waste.

Waste should not be burned.

Waste should not be buried on site.

Waste should not be transferred to unauthorised pesons.

Waste should not be transferred to unauthorised sis.
